Lesson 3 : Present continuous and present simple : Part 1
A) RULES

Compare

I am doing my homework (now). and I do my homework (every evening).
We use the present continuous for things happening at or around the time of speaking. The action is not complete. We use the present simple for things in general or things that happen repeatedly.

Compare:

The water is boiling. Can you turn it off?  / Water boils at 100 degrees Celsius.

Let’s go! It isn’t raining any more.           / It doesn’t rain much here in summer.

The population of the world is increasing fast. / 

Every day the population of the world increases by 200,000 people.

We use the continuous form for temporary situations and the simple form for permanent actions.

I’m living with friends until I find a flat of my own / I live in London and I love it.

B) ALWAYS AND THE PRESENT CONTINUOUS
I always do my homework after dinner means I do it all the time.

I am always doing my homework just before school means I do my homework very often, perhaps too often or more than normal. (negative connotation).

Another example: You’re always losing your glasses. You should be more careful.
