DOWN TOWN : The consonant sounds /d/ /t/
A) The sound /d/

In the sound /d/ , there is voice from the throat.

Examples: down, day, road,dead,dog,third,address

Donna’s daughter didn’t dance but Dennis’s dad did.

B) The sound /t/

There is no sound from the voice in the sound /t/ but instead a small explosion of air out the mouth when the tongue moves away from the ridge behind the teeth.

Examples: ten, tie, tree, eat, hate, twelve, night

Terry taught tennis to ten tense adults tonight.
