LESSON 9 : THE CONSONANT SOUND /j/

For this you make a small gap at the top of the mouth , you move the tongue down to open the gap and you move the jaw down a little.

Examples: your, fuel , player, used , euro, university

We didn’t use euros in Europe a few years ago.
