Lesson 3: SUE/ZOO the consonant sounds /s/ /z/
A) The consonant sound /s/

In the sound /s/ there is no voice from the throat. It’s like the sound a snake makes. 
Examples: rice, Sue, sing, city, place, bus, class

It’s six or seven years since Sue’s sister sang that silly song.

B) The consonant sound /z/

In the sound /z/ there is voice from the throat. It’s like the sound a bee makes.

Examples: zoo, easy, size, freeze, times, exact

Zebras in zoos are like dolphins in pools.
